Foreword

The book presents statistical data on the number of children and youth, their composition by
sex and age groups, marriages and divorces. Data on births are broken down by age of mother, her
marital status, and birth order of a child. Data on deaths are shown by sex, age group and cause of
death. There is information on treatment and preventive care of children and their morbidity.

The book contains statistics on educational institutions teaching pre-primary, general
secondary, vocational-technical, secondary specialized, higher and postgraduate education
programmes; on cultural and art institutions, specialized educational and sports institutions, out of
school education and training institutions, children’s summer recreational camps, sanatorium, health
improvement and recreational institutions.

Provided are data based on the sample household living standards survey results; data of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs and Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Belarus on offence and juvenile
delinquency.

The book contains also the information on employment and unemployment among youth, on
detection and placement of orphaned children and children deprived of parental care, children’s
boarding institutions, adoption of orphaned children and children deprived of parental care, protection
of children’s rights.

Data are shown for the country as a whole as well as in a breakdown by regions and Minsk
City.

Population numbers for the years between censuses (2000-2009) have been adjusted on the
basis of the 2009 population census results; relative measures have been calculated using the
adjusted population numbers.

Selected statistical indicators are furnished with methodological explanations.

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1. MAIN DEMODRAPHIC CHARACTERISTICS

Current population estimates as of 1 January are calculated taking into account the 2009
population census results plus births and arrivals in a given area and minus deaths and departures
from this area. The estimation reflects population increase or decrease in selected areas resulting
from the changes of their borders, and also changes in the number of urban and rural populatons due
to resolving the issues of the administrative and territorial arrangement of the Republic of Belarus, i.e.
as a result of localities’ transfer to another category (transformation of rural localities into urban or
urban into rural on the basis of legal acts).

Population data for the years between censuses (2000-2009) have been adjusted on the
basis of the 2009 population census results; ratios have been computed using the adjusted population
numbers.

Resident population comprises persons permanently resident in a certain area as well as
foreign nationals and persons without citizenship temporarily resident in this area for more than one
year.

Population is classified into urban and rural according to the place of residence, where urban
settlements are considered to be as such when referred to the urban category (cities, towns, industrial
and resort communities) in compliance with the law prescriptions. All other localities are rural.

Vital statistics is an accepted in demographics designation of birth, death, marriage and
divorce processes.

Information on births, deaths and marriages is compiled on the basis of statistical data
contained in the vital registration records on births, deaths and marriages filled in by vital registration
offices. The number of births includes live births only.

The source information on death causes is the records in medical death certificates filled in by
physicians in respect to disease, accident, homicide, suicide or other external cause underlying death.
Such records serve as the basis for the indication of the cause of death in death registration records.

Summary statistics on divorces are compiled using the record cards on persons dissolving
marriages filled in by judicial authorities.

Crude birth rate is computed as a ratio of the number of life births over a calendar year to the
average annual population. It is expressed as per mil (%0) and shows the number of births per 1000
population.

Crude death rate is computed as a ratio of the number of deaths occurred over a calendar
year to the average annual population. It is expressed as per mil and shows the number of deaths per
1000 population.

Natural increase rate is computed as a difference between crude birth and death rates . It
can have either a positive value (when the birth rate is higher than death rate) or a negative one (when
the death rate is higher than birth rate). In latter case the indicator is called natural decline rate.

Crude marriage rate is computed as a ratio of the number of marriages concluded over a
calendar year to the average annual population. It is calculated per 1000 population.

Average age at first marriage is defined as an arythmetic mean by dividing the total number
of man-years (the sum of age values multiplied by the number of persons entering first marriage at this
age) by the total number of persons entering first marriage.

Crude divorce rate is computed as a ratio of the number of marriages dissolved over a
calendar year to the average annual population. It is calculated per 1000 population.

Cause-specific crude death rates are computed as ratios of the number of deaths from
specific causes to the average annual population. They are calculated per 100 000 population.
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Infant mortality is the number of deaths under 1 year of age.

Infant mortality rate is calculated as a sum of two components, where the first one is a ratio
of the number of deaths under one year of age out of the number of births in the year for which the
rate is computed to the total number of births in the same year, and the second one is a ratio of the
number of deaths under one year of age out of the number of births in the previous year to the toal
number of births in the previous year. It is calculated per mil (per 1000 live births).

Cause-specific infant mortality rate is computed as the number of deaths from specific
cause among all deaths under 1 year of age multiplied by infant mortality rate. The rate is calculated
per 10 000 births.

Age-specific birth rates are computed as a ratio of the number of live births during a year to
women of a specific age group to the average annual number of women of the same age. For the
under-20 age group the rate is calculated using the number of women 15-19 years old as
denominator. For the 15-49 age group the numerator comprises all births, including births to women
under age 15 and births to women 50 years old and over.

Total fertility rate shows the average number of children that would be born to a woman
during her reproductive period (15-49 years of age) if she were to experience age-specific fertility rates
of the year for which the indicator is computed.

Data on migration are compiled on the basis of migration registration stubs of address arrival
and departure sheets provided by citizenship and migration units of the authorities of internal affairs.

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2. HEALTH PROTECTION

Incidence (newly diagnosed cases) comprises total cases of a disease recorded for the first
time in the reference year. Incidence measures the frequency of occurrence of new cases of a disease
in a given year.

Incidence rate is computed as a ratio of the number of cases recorded for the first time in the
reference year to the average annual population. The result is then multiplied by 100 000.

Incidence rate of infectious diseases is computed as a ratio of the number of cases of
infectious diseases diagnosed over a reference year to the average annual population. It is calculated
per 100 000 population.

Immunization coverage is defined as a ratio of children immunized against each of such
infections as diphtheria, whooping cough, measles, poliomyelitis, tuberulosis and mumps to the total
number of children who reached the age of 1 year in the reference year. It is expressed in percent.

Disabled child is a person under the age of 18 who, due to limitation in life activities resulting
from congenital, hereditary or acquired diseases, defects or traumas, needs social assistance and
protection.

Disability is a handicap resulting from a health condition (a disease, including an anatomical
defect, trauma) with persistent organism dysfunction which leads to the limitations of life activities and
need of social protection.

New disablement is a disability newly determined in the reference year.

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3. LIVING STANDARDS OF HOUSEHOLDS HAVING CHILDREN

Sample household living standards survey is a method of state statistical observation of
the level, quality and conditions of life of the population.

Household sample survey is conducted in all regions of the Republic of Belarus and Minsk
City.

Household is a person or a group of persons (either related to each other or not) who share a
common budget and the same housing unit.

Households with children are households with resident children under the age of 18.

Money incomes comprise compensation of labour (net of taxes), incomes from
entrepreneuriaal and other income producing activities, pensions, scholarships, benefits and other
inpayments, property incomes, receipts from sales of farm products produced in personal subsidiary
plots, and other money receipts.

Money expenditure is the sum of actual costs incurred by household members during a
survey period. Money expenditures comprise purchase of goods and services, taxes, insurance
premiums and other outpayments (interest on credits, etc.).

Consumer expenditures comprise money expenses of households on food (including eating
out), alcohol, non-food goods and services. These do not cover taxes and insurance premiums,
material assistance and other expenses not related to consumption, expenses related to the
production of farm produce in personal subsidiary plots and saving (bank deposits, purchase of real
estate, foreign currency, etc.).

Average per capita food consumption of households is estimated by dividing the total food
consumed in households (excluding eating out) by the number of actually present household
members. The total food consumed comprises purchased food and food received by household
without payment (from personal subsidiary plot, as a gift, etc.) used for personal consumption.

Household food consumption includes the following major foodstuffs:

bread and bakery products, flour, groats and pasta in flour equivalent;

milk and dairy products (butter, cheese, cream, sour cream, cottage cheese, ice cream,
canned milk, milk powder and the like) in milk equivalent;

meats of various livestock and poultry, by-products, meat products in meat equivalen;

fish and fish products (dried and air dried fish, canned fish, caviar, fish preparations and
seafoods) in fish equivalent;

eggs of poultry, egg powder, melange in egg equivalent;

potatoes, vegetables and edible gourds, fruit and berries, fresh, dried, salted, canned, pickled,
etc. in fresh equivalent.

Disposable resources are money funds of households, the value of consumed food
produced in personal subsidiary plots less matrial expenses on its production, and the value of in-kind
benefits and payments.

The consumed food produced in personal subsidiary plots is valued at average purchase
prices of food paid by households.

The value of received in kind benefits and payments is estimated as reported by household
members.

Distribution of households by level of average per capits disposable resources
represents a range with fixed intervals where average per capita disposable resources are ranked in
ascending order, which allows for the grouping of households into these intervals by the level of
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average per capita disposable resources and estimating the number and the share of households
within each interval.

Minimum subsistence budget is the value of a minimum set of material wealth and services
that are essential to secure the vital activity and health of a person, including compulsory payments
and contributions.

The minimum subsistence budget is approved by the Government of the Republic of Belarus
on a quarterly basis in prices of the last month of a quarter.

The minimum subsistence budget is a criterion to classify population (households) as low-
income.

Low-income households are households with the level of average per capita disposable
resources below the minimum subsistence budget.

Low-income level of households is a share of low-income households in total households.

4. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

Educational institutions teaching pre-primary education programmes comprise pre-
primary education institutions (day nurseries, day nurseries-kindergartens, kindergartens, sanatorium-
type nurseries-kindergartens, preschool centres for child development); other educational institutions
teaching pre-primary education programme (day nurseries-kindergartens-primary (basic, secondary)
schools, kindergartens-primary (basic, secondary) schools, boarding schools for orphaned children
and children deprived of parental care; other organisations authorised by the law to carry out
educational activity and teaching pre-primary education programme; and also special education
institutions teaching special education programme at the level of pre-primary education and special
education programme at the level of pre-primary education for children with intellectual impairment
(special nurseries-kindergartens, special kindergartens, republican centre for pre-primary children with
auditory impairment).

Educational institutions teaching general secondary education programmes comprise
general secondary education institutions (primary schools, basic schools, secondary schools, evening
schools, gymnasia, boarding gymnasia, lyceums, specialised lyceums, Suvorov college, cadet
colleges, boarding schools for orphaned children and children deprived of parental care, sanatorium-
type boarding schools, educational complexes (day nurseries-kindergartens-primary (basic,
secondary) schools, kindergartens-primary (basic, secondary) schools, basic (secondary) schools-
colleges of art, gymnasia-colleges of art, secondary schools-colleges of Olympic reserve); other
educational institutions teaching general secondary education programmes (closed-type special
schools); as well as special education institutions teaching special education programme at the level
of general secondary education and special education programme at the level of general secondary
education for persons with intellectual impairment (special general education schools (boarding
schools), auxiliary schools (boarding schools), centres for special development education and
rehabilitation).

Educational institutions teaching vocational-technical education programmes comprise
vocational-technical education institutions (vocational-technical schools, vocational lyceums,
vocational-technical colleges), other educational institutions teaching vocational-technical education
programmes (closed-type special vocational-technical schools, closed-type special treatment and
educational vocational-technical schools, secondary specialised and higher education institutions).
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Educational institutions teaching secondary specialised education programmes
comprise secondary specialised education institutions (colleges), other educational institutions
teaching secondary specialised education programmes (vocational-technical colleges, gymnasia-
colleges of art, basic schools-colleges of art, secondary schools-colleges of art, secondary schools-
colleges of Olympic reserve, higher education institutions).

Educational institutions teaching higher education programmes comprise higher
education institutions (classic universities, specialised universities (academies, conservatories),
institutes, higher colleges).

Postgraduate education comprises two stages:

postgraduate (adjunct) course is stage | of postgraduate education aimed at training of
specialists having skills in planning and original scientific research and profound theoretical knowledge
enabling them to prepare a qualification research paper (dissertation) to compete for an academic
degree of the candidate of science. Stage | of postgraduate education pursues educational
programme of postgraduate (adjunct) course providing scientific qualification “Researcher”, with either
full-time or correspondence studies, or in the form of degree candidacy;

doctoral course is stage Il of postgraduate education aimed at training specialists having
skills in the organisation of scientific research in new directions or in the development of existing
currently important research directions, and analytical generalisation of scientific results enabling them
to prepare a qualification research paper (dissertation) to compete for an academic degree of the
doctor of science. Stage Il of postgraduate education pursues educational programme of doctoral
course with full-time studies or in the form of degree candidacy.

Postgraduate and doctoral course enroliment is shown as of end of year.

Scientific research and development is a creative work undertaken on a systematic basis in
order to increase the stock of knowledge, including the knowledge of man, nature and society, and the
use of this stock of knowledge to devise new applications.

Research and development personnel are total persons whose creative work undertaken
on a systematic basis is aimed to increase the stock of knowledge and the use of this stock of
knowledge to devise new applications, as well as those providing direct research and development
services. R&D personnel are recorded in statistics as a payroll number of employees engaged in
research and development as of the end of the reference year.

R&D personnel are grouped into four categories: researchers, technicians, and supporting
staff.

Researchers are R&D professionals directly engaged in the creation of new knowledge,
products, methods and systems, and in the management of the above activities.

Technicians participate in R&D by performing technical tasks, normally under the
supervision of researchers (operation and service of scientific instruments, laboratory equipment and
computer machines, preparation of materials and drawings, conduction of experiments, trials and
analyses, etc.).

Supporting staff perform auxiliary functions connected with R&D, and comprise the staff of
planning and economic departments, financial departments, patent services, scientific and technical
information departments, scientific and technical libraries. Included are also workers performing the
assembly, adjustment, operation and service of scientific equipment and instruments; workers of
experimental productions; laboratory assistants having no higher or secondary specialized education.

Public libraries comprise libraries allowing the use of their stocks and services to individuals
regardless of their age, sex, ethnicity, language, place of residence, position, economic condition,
confession, political belief, etc.

8. STATE SOCIAL PROTECTION OF FAMILIES WITH CHILDREN

Orphaned children are persons under the age of 18 whose both parents or the only parent
died.

Children deprived of parental care are persons under the age of 18 who were left without
care of the only parent or both parents due to the deprivation of parents of parental rights, taking them
from parents without deprivation of the latter of parental rights, recognition of the parents as incapable,
partially incapable, missing, or dead; when the parents are on the wanted list or in detention facilities;
in case of a parents’ health condition impeding to execute parental duties; serving a sentence in
detention, custodial or imprisonment facilities; when left by parents in health institutions; when parents
give consent for children’s adoption in case they were refused by parents and live separately from
them; when children are found abandoned; and in other cases of missing parental care.

Former orphaned children and children deprived of parental care comprise persons 18-
23 years old who by the age of 18 had the status of orphaned children or children deprived of parental
care, or certain grounds to acquire it, and who eventually did not lose these grounds.
